Effective Monday, January 23, 2012, we will begin our Unified Homework program 
for all LBMS students.   Tablets will be going home Monday through Thursday to utilize the Teenbiz and Study Island programs.   These activities will count towards your child’s homework grade and should take a minimum of 20 to 40 minutes per night.  The Uniform Homework Schedule will be as follows:

· Study Island Mathematics

· Study Island English Language Arts

· Tuesday and Thursday:  Students will be required to complete a targeted English Language Arts lesson

If for any reason, your child does not have an operational tablet at home both of these programs can be completed on any computer that has internet access.  Computers will also be available to your child after school, before school, and during his/her lunch periods.
