Audition and Application Procedures:

1. Each contestant will have up to ten minutes to perform two contrasting selections from the
standard vocal repertoire (opera, operetta, art songs, Gilbert and Sullivan, oratorio). At least
one selection must be in Italian, French or German. Show music is not acceptable. Please note
that the judges may choose to hear excerpts from the prepared material, rather than the complete
selection.

2. Contestants must memorize all music.

3. Contestants will be judged on the following:

a). Technique, which includes breath control and support, pronunciation, tone quality and
intonation.

b). Choice of Material. Do the selections chosen display the performer's talent and current
ability to best advantage.

c). Poise. Stage presence.

d). Musicianship including phrasing, dynamics, interaction with the text, and effectiveness of
presentation.

4. Accompaniment will be provided, if needed. If our accompanist is used, the contestant must
provide a non-Xeroxed copy of the music to be performed prior to the audition time. Please
indicate if you will need an accompanist.
