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Course Description: Performance Dance is a full year course that is designed to prepare the serious dancer for a post-high school career in dance. Students will participate in an advanced study of the four main areas of dance education: Performance, Composition, Critique and Appreciation, and Dance History.
Course Expectations: : Performance Dance will expand upon the technical framework outlined in Dance IV by concentrating on the modern, jazz, tap, ballet, and lyrical technique, choreography, and performance skills necessary to pursue dance at the collegiate or professional level. Choreography projects, out of school performances, and supplemental master classes will be included each marking period in your choreography, skill assessment, and performance grades.
